Recommended bases for comprehensive risk identification when defining specific
risks by: source - path - effect.
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Note for the agent fire, types of risk are not defined by the normal frequency-based scheme but

uniquely based on a fire risk engineering model: type 3, ignition no flashover; type 2, flashover

no spread; type 1, flashover and spread.
